Award Recipient Criteria
Please note, the nominee may only be a graduating senior and like Mike Wacker, is a student who exemplifies personal sacrifice, resilience, conviction, hope and faith. The four questions listed on the nomination form will be weighed equally. Along with your completed nomination form, please include your nominee’s resume and a brief, one page personal statement from your nominee that speaks to the circumstances that have led to this nomination.  Your letter of recommendation should outline your experience with the nominee and why you chose to nominate this person above others.

2. Submit the completed nomination form, your letter of recommendation, the nominee’s resume and personal statement
