About Texas Parents

Texas Parents is the Parents’ Association of The University of Texas at Austin and was established in 1948 as the Dad’s Association. History of the Outstanding Student Awards
This year marks the 60th anniversary of The Outstanding Student Awards. Each year, since 1951, Texas Parents has proudly honored a male and female Outstanding Student recipient and four Outstanding Student finalists (two males and two females) who demonstrate exceptional leadership, scholarship, character and service. A list of past recipients can be found on the Texas Parents website. The Outstanding Student Award recipients will receive a plaque, a Lifetime membership in Texas Exes and have a brick paver laid at the Student Services Building in their honor. Award recipients and finalists will be presented at the November 4, 2011 Celebration of Leadership Dinner. Award recipients will be further recognized at a field presentation to be held during the November 5th home football game. 
Award Recipient Criteria

The five questions listed on the nomination form will be weighed equally. Nominees must be seniors who are planning on graduating with an undergraduate degree during the 2011-2012 academic school year and consider themselves a “graduating senior”. This criterion allows students to be nominated only once during their time at the University. Along with your completed nomination form, please include your nominee’s resume and a brief, one page personal statement from your nominee that speaks to his/her perception of what it means to become the Outstanding Student Award winner. The nominee must complete the campus activities, community involvement and post graduation plans statement section of the application; this portion will be emailed to your nominee after your nomination form has been received. Your letter of recommendation should outline your experience with the nominee. After all nominations are reviewed by the Outstanding Student Awards Selection Committee, nominees deemed as the most viable candidates will be asked to interview with the Selection Committee.  Interview results will be factored into the selection process.
Nomination Instructions
1. UT faculty, staff, and students may nominate (one male nominee and one female nominee per nominator, please).
2. Submit the completed nomination form, your letter of recommendation, the nominee’s resume and personal statement:
· No later than midnight, Tuesday, September 27, 2011 (extended timeline)
